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STAGE FRONT COVER REMOVAL
1. Place a STAGE packing box perpendicular to the speaker. Cover the box with a foam blanket from the
packing material or other appropriate protection. Place the speaker, front side down, on the box.

2. Remove the support bracket from the speaker and turn the speaker over so that the front is facing the
ceiling.

3. Remove any loose objects from your shirt pockets so they won’t fall out and damage the woofer.

4. Remove the two Phillips head screws from the bottom of the speaker front cover. Lift up on the front
cover bottom. There is Velcro between the front cover and the speaker as well as two pins at the top

(Fig 1). You will feel resistance from the Velcro. Lift up and down several times and you should feel the
Velcro separate. Once the front cover seems free, push it toward the top of the speaker. The top of the
front cover must be released from the pins before lifting the cover off of the speaker.

5. Refer to Fig 2 for midrange/tweeter removal and wiring instructions,

6. Replace the front cover. (If any of the Velcro is ruined, replace accordingly).

7. Replace the support brackets, stand the speaker up, and it is ready to enjoy.
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RIBBON REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS

1. Carefully desolder and remove the wires from the ribbon PC boards. Leave them bent out to the sides of the midrange frame so
they will be out of the way. Please do not cut the wires to remove them! You will need all of the wire to make new connections.

2. Remove the old ribbon and PC boards.

3. Remove the new ribbon from the packing board, Please be careful not to distort or twist the ribbon while removing it. Pre-stretch
the ribbon before placing it in the midrange frame. Lay out two short parallel lines 31.5" (80 cm) apart on a clean, smooth work surface.
Place the top edge of one PC board on one line and hold securely. Pull the other PC board, keeping the ribbon straight and taught, until
the edge of the board meets the other line.

4, Install the new ribbon so the new PC board at the top of the midrange is in roughly the same position as the old. Center the ribbon
at the top of the magnet channel. Screw the top clamping block down on the ribbon using very little force, Make sure the PC board is
locked in place but PLEASE do not over tighten,
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5. Pull the ribbon down gently so that the holes in the PC board line up with the holes on the Midrange frame bottom mounting plate.
Hook the tension weight (95 3 grams) on the bottom PC board. Let it hang over the roller used for Apogee ribbon installation. Center
the ribbon at the bottom of the magnet channel. Screw the clamping block down to hold the ribbon in place.
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Rewire the midrange according to the diagram. The final resistance should be approx. 3.25 to 3.65 ohms.
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
